	Title

	Many Arts

	Description

	Use arts as a language through which children and youth can express understanding of a particular topic or concept

	Objectives

	Provide opportunity for children and youth to explore and experience different art forms while simultaneously gaining literacy and social-competence skills and exploring a topic of interest to them

	Intended Outcomes

	1. Children and youth will gain experience and practice with different artistic media and learn how to express new knowledge or understanding using these tools
2. Children and youth will gain experience and practice reading, writing, speaking and listening

3. Children and youth will learn to work with and learn from others.

	Special Materials and Tools

	Appropriate artistic materials (e.g. paint, clay, musical instruments, etc.)

	Space Requirements

	Room to comfortably gather for discussions, tables to work at/write on, storage for ongoing art project materials, stage or performing space, bulletin boards

	Age/Group Size

	Appropriate for ages 10-18. This project could involve many children and youth or just a few depending on the available guest artists.

	The Activity

	Youth identify and research a selected topic or concept by reading about it, listening to presentations, visiting museums or galleries that feature the concept, and/or holding discussions about it (e.g. “Waste not, want not”, “Risk & Chance”, “Time,” “Living on the Edge”, “New Millenium”). After gaining a thorough understanding of the topic, children and youth apprentice with different locally available artists who set up their studios in the after-school program (e.g. painter, sculptor, dancer, poet, weaver, dramatists, photographer, potter). Each child chooses three artists whose art forms they are curious about, or whose art media and techniques they think are most appropriate for the concept they wish to represent. Youth will be asked to represent their own particular understanding of the chosen concept in one of the art forms for the final exhibition.


	Incorporating Technology

	1. Make web design one of the possible art forms to apprentice.
2. Use internet to research selected topic and/or art form.

3. Create website/web pages for permanent display of children and youth’s work.

	Extensions and Continuations

	Children and youth can choose more than one art form to represent their ideas or can research more than one concept. Children and youth can form groups to work together to represent their ideas, especially in the performing arts.

	Conclusions/Reflections

	Have children and youth present their work to the group, allowing opportunities for questions and answers among the learners.

	Documentation

	Hold an exhibition of what each youth considers his/her best representation of the topic/concept. The exhibition will be for family and friends and could be judged by a panel of adults or peers.
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
