	Title

	Photo Voices Project

	Description

	Invite children and youth to take photographs of “important,” “need to change” and “perfect” things about their neighborhood/community.
Discuss and record their feelings and understandings and display the artwork for the larger community.

	Objectives

	Use photography as a medium for children and youth to learn about and express their understandings of their world, neighborhood or school/program, and to appreciate the perspectives of others.

	Intended Outcomes

	· Children and youth will build social awareness and gain skills in self-expression and self-awareness.

· Children and youth will learn gain perspective on self and an appreciation of diversity.

· Children and youth will gain skills in photography, writing, speaking, and listening.

	Special Materials and Tools

	Cameras, film, developing capacity (or computer and printer if digital cameras), writing materials, mounting/display materials.

	Space Requirements

	Discussion area, display area, storage for ongoing project.

	Age/Group Size

	Could involve a few children or large group. Best suited to older children, ages 10-14.

	The Activity

	Invite children to take photographs of the physical and social things in a community they think are: 
a. Very important

b. Need to be changed

c. Perfect just as they are

1. Solicit, record and display the ideas/feelings each photographer generated as s/he discussed the individual photographs.

2. Invite parents, community members and others to visit the photo display and interpretation.


	Incorporating Technology

	· Using digital cameras and computer imaging software.
· Create Powerpoint presentation of children’s conclusions about their community

	Extensions and Continuations

	· Invite local elected officials to display and discussion of children and youth’s conclusions.
· Use other art media – paintings, murals, drawings, etc. for similar project.

· Select something that “needs to be changed” for local community service project.

· Host art show opening and invite local media to see and hear youth’s views.

	Conclusions/Reflections

	Discuss children and youth’s understandings of the potential of this medium to communicate ideas, feelings or thoughts for social/personal change.

	Documentation

	Record number of photos taken and content or associated dialogue for each child.
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
